COURSE 

This course serves as an advanced exploration of media based communication.  Its objective
DESCRIPTION

is to provide students with hands-on production experience with a focus on the creation of 

meaningful, well-planned media for specific audiences.  Students will continue independent exploration of topics such as composition, sound editing and production, digital video shooting and editing, and DVD production, in addition to media literacy. They will also continue to develop basic technological and conceptual skills for production and take a critical look at media culture. Projects may include documentaries, special effects manipulation, advertisements, persuasion pieces, and/or news reports.  A variety of media examples including television program excerpts, commercials and movies may be presented for analysis.  In-depth critiques of personal, peer, and professional work will be central to demonstration of understanding course content.

COURSE STRUCTURE
1. Students will produce both independent & teacher assigned videos with ongoing guidance from the instructor. Periodic milestones of project development will be evaluated, discussed/revised, and graded.

2. Students will periodically engage in peer critiquing with others in the class.

3. Students will write occasional goal and status reports on the development of their individual projects.

4. Students will self-critique their work and the production process when videos are completed.

5. Students will be required to produce videos with specific technical or thematic parameters as well as have the opportunity to formulate original works.
