Public Service Poster

· Write a one-paragraph fictional case that illustrates all the elements of a valid contract EXCEPT genuine agreement that results from an instance of the type of fraud you’ve researched.

· Offer an opinion, where appropriate, of the guilt or innocence of the parties involved

· Suggest a resulting judgment for damages, if appropriate

In a paragraph, describe the story line and explain how the contractual element of genuine agreement is lacking.

· A description of what art fraud is and how the 5 elements of fraud apply.

· A general not e about the amount of money lost through art fraud.

· The title, artist and value of a specific work of art that was the subject of an art fraud.

· A short description of the art fraud event, like where it occurred and when.
· Provide a visual copy of the piece of whose authenticity is or has been questioned.
