	Born in 1920.  Lived through WWII and Cold War. Created movie posters. Red and black often used. Frequently used death themes. Influenced by the Swiss style. Created business logos: AT&T, United Airlines, Minolta.

Quote: “Design is Thinking Made Visual”
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	Victor Moscoso
	Worked in the turbulent 1960’s. Created posters for bands like the Grateful Dead and underground comic covers. Used contrasts of shapes and bright colors. Pioneered photographic collages with surrealistic subjects. Was the first rock poster artist with academic training. Set the tone for psychedelic design with his acid rock posters. Created Zap comics.
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	Art Chantry
	Studied at Western Washington University. Has work housed at the Museum of Modern Art in New York City and in the Louve in Paris. Often created posters and album covers. His work is edgy with frequent use of bright colors and a variety of fonts. 
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	Milton Glaser
	Studied at the Copper Union Art School for a number of years, as a Fulbright scholar. In 1955, he was the editor and co-art director of the Push Pin Graphic magazine. Created range of works including record sleeves, books, posters, logos, font design and magazine formats by using printmaking strategies. His design is a transition between psychedelic and the digital age.
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	David Carson
	Modern designer working often with text/quotes that are mashed together. Started the Branding Institute. Wrote a popular book on graphic design in the 1990’s.
