Web design is a hybrid course bringing together technical computer skills, business-related

marketing concepts, and the aesthetics of design appeal. Students will explore the planning 
process of web page design including the establishment of logically arranged hierarchies. They will gain an understanding of the mechanics of web page construction including the manipulation of text and graphics, use of hyperlinks, and arrangement of structural frames and forms. In addition, students will demonstrate effective use of principles of design. Over the course of the semester, students will work individually to design a personal web page.
